General characters:-
1-The snout is short broad.

2-Nasal opening are half way between the edges of snout of the eye.

3-The parotid glands are present behind the ear drums.

4-Teeth are absent.

5-Thedorsal side is warty.

6-Male has a vocal sac using in breeding season.

7-The fingers are free and the toes are connected by web.

8-Hind limbs are longer than fore limbs.

9-The general color of the back is olive brown or olive grey with numerous yellowish or whitish spots. The ventral surface is pale white.

10-Habitat:-over the Nile valley. It lives on land but near ponds, pools, lakes and other moist places.

11-Nocturnal animals observed in the whole year except in winter.

12-Feeds on flying insects which catch them by sticky tongue.

13-Bufo-regularis used for laboratory studies.
