General characters:-

1-Head is short and triangular.

2-Body is moderately elongated and depressed.

3-Limbs are well developed, strong and provided with sharp claws helpful in construction of underground burrows.

4-Tail is depressed and gradually tapered, with regular whorls of hard spines scales i.e. each tail whorl consist of scales dorsally.

5-The color is yellowish or greenish olive, suffused with bluish.

6-Habitat:-desert region of North Egypt and may extend to Nubian south.

7-Herbivorous animal.

8-It is diurnal animal. During mid day it retreats to its deep burrow to avoid high temperature.

9-Active from March to November-it hibernates during winter.
